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Pentecost: 7 Gifts of the Holy Spirit
The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches: “The seven
gifts of the Holy Spirit are wisdom, understanding, counsel,
fortitude, knowledge, piety, and fear of the Lord. They belong
in their fullness to Christ, Son of David. They complete and
perfect the virtues of those who receive them. They make the
faithful docile in readily obeying divine inspirations” (n. 1831).
These gifts are rooted in Isaiah 11:1-3: “A shoot shall come
out from the stump of Jesse, and a branch shall grow out of
his roots. The spirit of the Lord shall rest on him, the spirit of
wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the
spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord. His delight shall
be in the fear of the Lord. He shall not judge by what his eyes
see, or decide by what his ears hear”. In the Hebrew, the term
“fear of the Lord” is repeated twice but in later translation into
Greek (Septuagint) and Latin (Vulgate) a distinction was made
between “piety” and “fear of the Lord”.

Christians understand these verses as describing the
Messiah, and the gifts of the Spirit are perfectly present in him.
These gifts are offered every Christian by the action of the
Spirit that is begun in baptism, affirmed in confirmation and
renewed especially on the feast of Pentecost.

These seven gifts can be differentiated in the following way:

*Wisdom: The capacity to perceive the creation as the
work of God who is at work in our lives and in the world. This
is particularly important in finding God in all things, particularly
in all that happens to us and in all whom we meet.
*Understanding: The capacity to analyze and reason,

resolve problems and decide to follow Christ in our
day to day lives.
Counsel: The capacity to discern between right and wrong
and thus to choose right over wrong and act accordingly.

* Fortitude: The capacity to overcome fear and be willing to
walk with Christ and thus actively resist temptation to give in to
pressure and follow the masses when they do wrong. The
primitive Christian community is described as being full of
courage to live according to Christ’s teaching and proclaim it
even if threatened with death.

* Knowledge: The capacity to know God and love Him.
* Piety: The capacity to live humbly and walk with God in
total respect of all God’s children. Piety draws us to
pray and worship.
* Fear of God.: The capacity to be aware that we are al-
ways in God'’s presence. According to the Book of Proverbs:
“The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom” (Proverbs
1:7). He or she who fears the Lord knows his or her place as a
beloved child of a loving Father.
Let us pray for the gifts of the Spirit!

Pentecost Sunday
In today’s first reading we encounter the Holy Spirit who at
Pentecost came rushing in over Jesus’ followers like a
powerful wind. It must have been a frightening experience for
them. But their great acts of prophetic witness began when
the Spirit drew them out of their “comfort zones.” Jesus said
the Holy Spirit, like the wind, blows where it wills; into the
lives of good stewards, empowering them to perform
wondrous acts of healing, reconciliation and evangelization;
encouraging them to proclaim the Gospel with boldness and
confidence. All of that is a little beyond the comfort zone
where most of us live our lives. This week, reflect on how the
Holy Spirit may be calling you out of your personal
comfort zone.

His studies for the priesthood
were disrupted by famine and a
plague.

“The way we communicate is of fundamental imponance.”
Pope Leo's point is that words can build wp or tear down,
open hearts or shut them tight. In a noisy world, choosing
how we speak is one of the most imponant choices we make.

Manners matter. Real communication doesn't bulldoze
others. It doesn't chase agreement at all costs. [t doesn't feed
off competition. A healthy conversation makes space for
different viewpoints while still seeking the truth. Winning an
argument might feel good—but it rarely changes heanis. And

changing heans is the point

Speak the Truth—with love. Touth isn’t always popular.
Sometimes it's hard. But truth, spoken without love, loses s

prower. As Pope Leo put it we must never separate “the search
for truth from the love with which we must humbly seek it ”
This is especially vital when carrying out spiritual Works of
mercy like counseling the doubrful, instructing the ignorann,
or even admaonishing the sinner. The goal isn't just to be
right—it’s to bring people closer 1o Truth Himself.

Ditch the stereotypes. People don't fit neatly into boxes.
When we lean on lazy labels, we lose the chance 1o see each
other clearly—and we only deepen division. As Pope Leo

said, “Let us disarm communication of all prejudice and

the world.”

The practice of lectio divina, or “sacred
reading” is a Catholic devotion with
ancient roois. The best-known form was
developed by Guigo 11, a twelfth-century
Carnhusian monk, and consists of four
SLEpS.

Reading: The first “rung” of the ladder
is simply to read. Consider reading
the Gospel of the day, a favorite verse,
or an event from Christ's life, eg., the
Anointing at Bethany (John 12:1-8).

Meditating: Reread and wait for the
Holy Spirit to point you to something.
Sit with it for a while. What do you feel?
Can you imagine what's happening in
the passage?

Praying: God always speaks 1o us
through Scripiure [Hebrews 4:12). This
is the time to ask Him o shed light on
ir. God reveals His heart to us and us to
olirselves.

Savoring: This stage is called
“contemplation” — a resting in God.
It's the moment when a conversation
between friemds settles into a
comfonable silence.

Lectio divina is a guiderail for prayer,
rather than a sirict set of steps. Don't
worry: God knows what we need and
how best to reach our heans
