What is Easter?

Easter is the celebration of Christ's resurrection from the
dead. It is celebrated on Sunday, and marks the end of Holy
Week, the end of Lent, the last day of the Easter Triduum
(Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter Sunday), and is the
beginning of the Easter season of the liturgical year.

As we know from the Gospels, Jesus Christ rose from the
dead on the third day following his crucifixion, which would
be Sunday. His resurrection marks the triumph of good over
evil, sin and death. It is the singular event which proves that
those who trust in God and accept Christ will be raised from
the dead. Since Easter represents the fulfillment of God's
promises to mankind, it is the most important holiday on the
Christian calendar.

The word "Easter" comes from Old English, meaning
simply the "East." The sun which rises in the East, bringing
light, warmth, and hope, is a symbol for the Christian of the
rising Christ, who is the true Light of the world. The Paschal

Candle used during the Easter Vigil is a central symbol of
this divine light, which is Christ. It is kept near the ambo
throughout Easter Time and it for all liturgical celebrations.

The Easter Vigil is the "Mother of All Vigils" and Easter
Sunday is the greatest of all Sundays. The season of Easter
is the most important of all liturgical times, which Catholics
celebrate as the Lord's resurrection from the dead,
culminating in his Ascension to the Father and sending of the
Holy Spirit upon the Church. The octave of Easter comprises
the eight days which stretch from the first to the second
Sunday. It is a way of prolonging the joy of the initial day.
There are 50 days of Easter from the first Sunday to
Pentecost. It is characterized, above all, by the joy of
glorified life and the victory over death expressed most fully
in the great resounding cry of the Christian:

Alleluia! Al faith flows from faith in the resurrection: "If

Christ has not been raised, then empty is our preaching;
empty, too, is your faith." (1 Cor 15:14).

Reflect on how we are called to let Christ’s forgiveness,
reconciliation and love permeate our lives. We are Easter
people. Rejoice! He is risen! Alleluia!

Step Into It.

At the heart of Christianity is not
just an idea or a rule of life, but an
encounter with the Risen Christ and
the new life of grace 1le offers. Faster
invites us to step into that life more
deliberately. I lere are four simple ways
to begin:

Encounter the Risen Christ. Mary
Magdalene stood before Jesus and
didn't recognize | lim until e spoke
her name (John 20:16), and her grief
became joy. That encounter is possible
for us. Come to Mass with intention.
Don't just attend —arrive expecting to

meet | lim. Listen closely, pray honestly,

and remember that in the Eucharist,
Christ is truly present.

Practical step: Before Mass, pray, “Jesus,
help me recognize You today.”

Take an “Emmauns walk.” Two

disciples left Jerusalem discouraged, and

Jesus met them on the road. e helped
them to see God's faithfulness in their
lives. 1e can do the same for you. Take
time this Easter season for a quiet walk
with [lim. Speak openly about what's

on your heart, and listen for 11is voice.

Practical step: Ask, “Lord, where have
You been at work in my life that [ haven't
seen?”

Choose mercy. Jesus gave | lis Apostles
the power to forgive sins (John 20:21-
23), ensuring I lis mercy would always
be available. We're called to receive it—

“Dio not be afraid. Open wide the
doors for Christ.” John Paul I

and extend it. IForgive, hold back harsh
words, and choose patience.

Practical step: Identify one situation
where you can offer a concrete act of mercy
this week.

Be open to mission. The Resurrection
sends us out. God still calls ordinary
people for [is work. Your mission may
be simple: show patience, reach out, or
step up where needed.

Practical step: Ask, “Where am [ being
nudged to act?” Then take one small step.

It
means “allowing the word of God to toudh our hearts
and welcoming it with a docile spirit.” The habits formed
during Lent can help sustain this: a daily Morning Ofering,
reading the Cospel, or setting aside time to visit the Blessed
Sacrament.

Keep custody of the tonguoe. This is a form of fasting that

lasts all year. Pope Leo urges us to *disarm oor language,”
avoiding harsh words and rash judgment.

The Feast of St Mark the Evangelist
(April 25) has become, for many
Catholics, a ficting day w enjoy bacon.
The Church has a long tradition of
honoring saints through liturgical
celebrations, local customs, and even
particular foods—practices that help
preserve our shared spiritual heritage
and rememiber their heroic witness,

Im 828, Venetian merchants transfermed
the relics of 51 Mark from Alexandria,
Egvpt, to Venice, ltaly. To pass safely
through Muslim-controlled ports, they
hid the relics beneath layers of pork,

a meat considered unclean under
Islamic law. According to tradition, port
officials, repelled by the carpo, chose
not by inspect it dosely, allowing the
relics to reach Venice safely, where they
remain today. In remembrance of this
event, some Catholics mark his feast
day—uor the anniversary of the relics’
arrival on January 31 —by cating pork.

Honoring a saint’s relics is a tangible
expression of reverence, much like
placing flowers on the graves of fallen
soldiers. It reflects respect for their lives,
thieir witness, and their service o Cod.
LItimately, in honoring the saints, we
honor the God who formed them.
