The twelfth day of Christmas is the solemn feast of the
Epiphany, January 6. In the United States, the

celebration of the Epiphany is transferred to a Sunday so
that all may celebrate. The word epiphany comes from the

Greek and means “revelation,” and so we celebrate the
revelation of Christ to the magi, who were gentiles and did

not belong to the people of Israel.

Learn this Appalachian folk song in honor of the star that
guided the magi to the Christ child. Find out if anyone you
know is familiar with it and could teach it to you. (Take the
time!) Or check a local record store’s folk section. (If that
fails, try shopping around on the Internet.) The words are:

Bright mornin’ star’s arisin’
Bright mornin’ star’s arisin’
Bright mornin’ star’s arisin’
Day is breakin’ in my soul.

The daily prayer of the Orthodox churches gives us these
lovely verses for the solemn feast of the Epiphany:

The magi who had been led on their way by a
divine star stood before you in wonder at
your marvelous birth;
and bearing gifts they see the sun
who rose from the virgin cloud.

Let the people who sat in darkness
see shining forth the light that knows no evening,
him whom the stars once manifested
to the fire-worshiping Persian kings.

He also proclaims that the Holy Spirit is at work within
each of them, if only they would be open to the Spirit.

At the beginning of this
New Year, perhaps it is appropriate to reflect on Saint Paul’s
words and ask ourselves how we can be good stewards
of the gospel today. How will we allow the Holy Spirit to
work within us? How can we be better stewards of Christ’s
justice and peace?

Turning our hearts back to God

Converting our hearts back to Cod
begins with an honest pause - not a
dramatic moment, but a decision o
look at our lives as they really are.

Whatever holds that place is, in
practice, what we put first

intention. We make room for Him by
remowing what crowds Him our. A few
minutes of prayer before reaching for a
phone A shont passage of Scripture read
slowly instead of mushed. These small
chioices retrain the hean. They remind ws
1y whom we belong.

Repentance is part of the return,
but it is not about shame. It is about
direction. To repent means to turm. We
admit whene we've drifted and choose
a better path. God does not demand
perfection before welcoming us back. He
asks for honesty and willingness.

Trust follows close behind. Many
of us profess trust in God but still rely

on our own control. Putting Him first
means sumendering outcomes we cannot
manage anyway. [t means praying not
only for help, but for puidance, even
when the answer may change our plans.
Faith mioves us to action. When we

align our choices with God's teachings,
our hearts follow. Faith leads to action.

Turning back to God is rarely
instantaneous.

Growing in Faith~
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New Year, new habits build change that lasts

Starting and maintaining Mew Year's resolutions can be
diffscult for the same reason cultivating virtue is difficult: both
require forming new habits. Perseverance rarely comes from
sheer willpower alone. Practical strategies, supported by grace,
make growth more sustainable.

Begin with achievable goals. Set yoursell up for early success
by practicing seli-denial in small, manageable ways. Learning o
say no in minor matiers builds the discipline needed to resist
greater emplations later.

Replace, rather than simply remowve. It is often easier w
abandon an unhealthy habit when it is substituted with a better
one st as swapping potato chips for preteels can make dietary

changes more attainable, uprooting vice is aided by cultivating
the opposing virue. Creed is weakened by generosity.

Seek accountability. A trusted friend, exercise partner, or
prayer companion can provide encouragement and consistency
for change. Knowing someone is watching makes it more
difficult to give up when motivation fades.

Abovwe all, rely on grace. Cod invites us w call upon Him,
espedally in moments of wealimess, often marked by anger or
anxiety, fatipue, hunper, or sadness. In those moments, turn to
the Holy Spirit for strength and consolation, trusting the Lord’s
promise: “The Lond will fight for you; you have only to keep stall”
(Exndus 14:14).

A important?

The Feast of the Epiphany, celebrated
this year on lanuary 4, is important
because it celebrates the public revelation
of lesus Chirist as Savior of the whole
world. The word epiphany means
"manifestation” or “revealing.”

Originally, the feast commemorated the
visit of the Magi, wise men from the Fast,
who followed the star w Bethlehem. In
honoring the Magi, the Church proclaims
that salvation is universal and that
Centiles are fully included in Cod's plan.

Traditionally, Epiphany also
encompasses two other key moments of
revelation: lesus” Baptism in the lordan
and His first miracle at the wedding
at Cana. At His Baptism, the Father's
voice and the descent of the Holy Spirit
reveal Jesus as God's Son. At Cana, lesus
manifests His divine power publicly for
the first time. Together, these events reveal
who Jesus taly is

Epiphany calls us to respond as the
Magi did: to seek Chirist, to worship Him,
and o offer Him our lives. [t reminds us
that faith is not micant to be hidden, but
proclaimed.
