Reconciliation and the Gift of Peace
The season of Lent reminds us of the need for reconciliation.
If the word reconciliation means anything in our lives, it
means peace; such as the peace we experience after a
difficult encounter when an apology is offered and accepted.
There is also the peace of sitting in a church in the presence
of the Lord and proclaiming to ourselves prayerfully that we
are truly forgiven. Each of us experiences a drift from our
ideals. We have done foolish things in the past, been
neglectful, said things out of anger or resentment.
Perhaps we've even done dreadful things. Maybe we
recognize that we have not been good stewards of our lives.
We are not at peace. But peace can come to us if we
sincerely present ourselves before the Lord and know that
we are accepted and forgiven. The Lord never tells us: “First,
demonstrate your worth, and then | will reach out to you.”
The reality is that who we are now is who the Lord loves and
accepts. Indeed, there is a sacrament available to us, a gift
that expresses our desire for reconciliation with the Lord, and
with each other. It is a gift that brings peace. Good stewards
proclaim the Gospel, and seeking reconciliation with the
Lord, others and within ourselves is such a proclamation.
The woman who came into the dining room where Jesus was
having a meal, came not to proclaim her sinfulness, but to
proclaim her gratitude for having been forgiven. She brings
“alms” and performs a great act of generosity, kindness and
service. She rubs expensive, perfumed oil into Jesus’ hair
(Matt. 26:11-13). The Lord’s gifts of reconciliation and peace
are meant to be proclaimed and shared by our own
almsgiving and acts of forgiveness.

During Lent, let’s reflect on forgiveness as a gift from the
Lord that brings peace. Let’s be good stewards of this gift by
taking steps to seek peace for ourselves, and by our own
generosity and kindness, bring peace to others. If we imitate
the woman who anointed Jesus, we will be, as the Lord said,
*known as long as the Gospel is preached.” Christ’s peace
can be experienced in a special way this Lenten season. We
need only take the first steps.

During this time of
grace, which continues until January 10, 2027, pilgrims
throughout the world may seek spiritual renewal and the gift
of a plenary indulgence through prayer, conversion of heart,
and pilgrimage to Franciscan sites of worship. Bishop
Ramon Bejarano has decreed the following churches/
chapels as the pilgrimage sites in our diocese:
1. Old Mission San Juan Bautista and St. Francis Retreat
Center, San Juan Bautista
2. St. Paul the Apostle, Pismo Beach

- Renews one's profession of faith, through the
recitation of the Creed.

- Recite the Lord's Prayer.

- Pray for the intentions of the Holy Father.

The elderly, the sick and those who for serious reasons
cannot leave home will also be able to
obtain the plenary indulgence by spiritually joining the
Jubilee celebrations and offering their prayers, pains,
or sufferings to God.

Consider choosing disciplines that
reshape daily habits and create space for
grace. Here are five meaningful ways to
begin redirecting your path:

Practice trust. * Which of you by
being anxiows can add one cubit e his
span ol [ifel” (Matthew 6:27). Concern
is human, but persistent worry bears
little fruit. When anxiety rises, turn it
into prayer, “lesus, | st You, | place
this moment and its outcome in Your
hands.® Trust grows through repetition.

Refocus your heart. Lasting
fulfillment does not come from
appearance or possessions, but from
knowing God and resting in His
lowe. Keep a daily record of blessings
received. Review it often.

Create quiet. St Teresa of Caloutta
said, “Ciod is the friend of silence.”
Silence begins by turning off what

competes for attention. Mace screens
in another room. Silence notifications.

Turn 1o God in the silence.

Give rather than acquire. Learn
to distinguish between wants and
needs. Limiting spending to what is

Matthew 6. He assumes His followers
will pray, fast, and give alms, but warns
against practicing them for recognition.

When done in secret, these disciplines
purify motives, reshape desire, and free
us from attachment w possessions and
approval. Properdy embraced, they train
the heart to seek lasting treasure in God
rather than passing reward.
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The right time is now

When is the right time to prodaim the Gospel, live the faith
with greater intention, and renew our commitment to Cod's
plan? During a lanuary Angelus address, Pope Leo said, *Cod
is at work at all times; every moment is “God's time’.” The call
tiy discipleship is not reserved for a future time when life
feels more settled. Itis meant for us twoday.

God works in uncertain moments. The Cospels show that
Jesus did not wait for favorable conditions. Matthew records
that His public ministry began after lohn the Baptist’s arrest,
a moment marked by instability and threat. Rather than
withdraw, lesus prodaimed, “Repent, for the kingdom of hearen
ts at hand” (Matthew 4:17). What seemed like a sethack
became the starting point of His mission. If we postpone

necessary chanpe until droumistances imprive, we may never
act. Every moment, even a difficult one, can become the
moment of conversion because God is always at work.

God draws dose. Jesus also chose an unexpecied location.
He began not in Jerusalem, the religious center, but in
Caliles, a region known for culmral and religious diversicy.,
His mission made clear that God's grace is not confined to
a single place or people. As Pope Leo explained, the Cospel
reveals a God who draws near to all. Mo environment is
beyond His presence. In our own lives, this means that God's
invitation unfolds in ordinary settings. He calls us to deeper
friendship, lasting conversion, and faithful witness wherever
Wi Are.

In Christ's willing
sacrifice, suffering becomes the means
of redemiption, grace is poured out, and
death itself is conguered. Holy Week
shows that Cuod can transform even the
darkest hour into the path o glory.

As Pope Francis said, “He does not
tire in forgiving. We are the ones who tire
in asking for forgiveness.” His mercy
does not diminish with repetition.
